Public Input

Emmy Williams- Thanks so much for your attention. I’m Emmy m&da president. Since
last time we hosted finals feast, snacks and goodies every day before finals. We also used
it to recruit members and It was a great way to mesh students. The MDA building is
under construction. Visit MD Acollege facebook group to see the picture from this
semester last semester and the past two summers. We should be in the building next year.
Coming up for us is MDAs got talent. If you have any questions we’d love to have you.

Art Goulas-

We appreciate the opportunity to present. (introduces members in the gallery). I always
remind students this is your money we’re talking about... Many of you have seen this
presentation... Our first goal is to improve our system including online appointments. We
now have digital x-rays, its very a great feature... The website has been advanced. We
expanded mystudentbody.com, In the past 12 years we’ve sent 4.5 million on the
building... We spend the money very conservatively. (reads from presentation). The
Health Center is under funded compared to our peers, but those same peers have a much
higher tuition rate and are better funded by their state...

Chandler- if the price is raised... couldn’t I get cheaper care by going to a different clinic
and use my insurance... [ see where we need improvement, but the fee increase doesn’t
seem beneficial.

Goulas- you say you can get care cheaper. | use a lot of care in BR, my follow up visits
are often $180, for one visit The $180 in student fees in unlimited. If you never use the
health center then in your opinion its not a good idea. In my opinion it is some of the
finest care. This may be the best health care delivery system around. Your point is well
taken, and I understand it. I’d be happy to talk to you about this and bore your socks off
with my opinion. You make good points it depends on who you see.



Allen: With the REC fee increase they’ve said if I goes through, they willl expand
services. Do you have these plans?

Goulas- this is primarily to keep our doors open. We know we need to improve our
mental health and that’s a commitment I’ve made. We also charge $10 right now to see a
specialist, but 1 would like to eliminate that charge.

Gammon- I’ve gone to see the dentist before and I was told not to waste my time...

Goulas- We have a dental consultant. Other schools have dentists, and it’s a service we
talk about. He’s a good dentist but he doesn’t have the opportunity we’ve never invested
your money to do this.

Gammon- What does he do? Is this a service we need at all?

Goulas- We pay him next to nothing. We really enjoys coming out and seeing students.
You couldn’t do much with him, but you cant do a lot if he quits.

Eason- First of all the health enter. Your net revenue appears to be going up, is that to
cover inflation

Goulas- yes and we will improve mental health and the digital systems. We play utilities
as well. That money goes to that... Also when you add staff, that’s a permanent spending.

Rogers: Probably the last 3 or 4 years as we’ve developed the waiting list, we have tried
every semester different ways of trying to do short-term assessments of individuals. A lot
of people are looking for ADHD medicine. | did have a situation with one staff person
who retired after 12 and we got caught in the freeze and she couldn’t be replaced. | had
another position where one of the psychologists had to resign because of a sick child.
We’re trying to replace these two empty positions. We did have a major training program
and a couple of our clinicians attended that as well — that may have been around the time
you called. We do have a psychologist hired 75%. We’re working with HRM to get some
of these positions filled.

Sec Chambers: When | spoke with the individual about the availability, they said students
are not guaranteed a right to any services even though we pay fees.

Rogers: If there is an emergency we always have a staff member on call. You can’t pass
the semester in 3 weeks. But that’s one example of the situations we get. Our average
length is about 5-8 visits. When we are at capacity, we usually can’t serve anyone
anymore — unless it’s an emergency. Some students need long-term treatment.

Graham- What’s the difference between the students on the insurance and no insurance
plan.

Goulas- There is no difference.



Chandler- you said its cheaper for the student health center. Do you know how any
people seek that kind of attention?

Goulas- We have a what we call a penetration rate at about 50%. | am really working to
get a clearer picture on what percentage of the students body uses the health center. We
see 45,000 in health and 7,000 in mental health...

Chandler- Couldn’t students with one time visits utilize those benefits

Goulas- I think we offer alot to students. That’s like saying I don’t take physics lets lower
the funding of physics... Come see me 150 Student Health center.

Boyd- Thanks for your service. MY question is the volume of students you see... The
issue is more space than monetary you are saying...

Goulas- I’d love to see another nurse practitioner. If we had one walk in our door
tomorrow we couldn’t schedule them. W always have a doctor on call, and on our busiest
days we have two. If you don’t have an appointment come in. We will dedicate a lot to
planning.

Boyd- have you considered moving smaller offices?
Goulas- anything we do would call for more staff.

Rogers- $180... is there anyway to reduce the fee to match the university of Kentucky or
even lower to the state average.

- The chart you’re looking at is their fee now. By the time our fee would end, based
on history they would be far above that. The second bar graph on pg 10, is
projected.

Goulas- this is up to university leadership But this is our best conservative estimate. | dot
like asking for money. Its always tough.

Palermo — So this is what we’ve been working on for over a year now. We’ve been trying
to get student opinion for about a week now. We sent out an email about this. We also
made a facebook group about it, which has 472 members. Of the 42 wall posts, there
were 7 that disagreed with the changes. | got 4 messages about the changes and I also got
a message froma girl that didn’t even go here saying she thought it was a great chance.
With this, we want spring break to be the week after Easter. This means we’d have to
start school at 12:30 on Ash Wednesday the day after Mardi Gras.

Questions

Chandler — The main goal of this was that some of the education majors wanted our
spring break to be in line with EBR schools, correct?

Palermo — Yes, EBR schools are off the week after. A lot of people are adamant about
getting our schedule in line with EBR schools so they don’t miss a week for student
teaching. They can only miss 1-2 days of student teaching, or else they don’t graduate.
Murray — point of clarification, My roommate is a student teacher and she couldn’t do
anything for spring break because she couldn’t miss the student teaching.

Debate

Collins — So every Wednesday | have class at UHigh from 2-6. Today, | asked some of
my classmates how they felt about this bill and they were against this. A lot of students
have so many other things they have to do, so during Spring Break, they take advantage
of this time off. This is time for us to take the time to do have their observations.
Gammon: How, exactly are you losing time, though?

Collins: When they’re in school and we’re out of class, it gives us more time to spend
more time at the schools. This week with no observations would help us a lot.
Chandler: We’ve got to look at the overall student population.

Smith: Wouldn’t this actually help students?

Chandler: The way most Texas schools are is that there spring break is a week before. |
think the way we are now is fine and we’re still able to see our friends.

Breaux: Would you prefer a 7-day or 10-day holiday?

Chandler: There are a lot of people who like it the way it is.



Breaux: 7 or 10?

Chandler: 10

Hannah: This is not necessarily meant to cater to one group of schools.

Allen: I’ve listened to both sides, but I went to talk to friends who lived in- and out- of
state. My family is from Houma, but still you have to leave to come back to school on a
holiday. This is an overall issue for students. If we move it, it’s a 10-day holiday and
people can be with their families.

Breaux: When would this go into effect?

Palermo: 2010-2011

this passes, I think it’1l be a wakeup call for the education professors. Teachers hold us
accountable; let’s hope the students hold us accountable as well. I’'m for this because it
will alleviate a lot of pain for students and will help students who skip classes. | urge you
guys to vote for this bill.

Yield my time to Em Leblanc:

LeBlanc: I’m currently student teaching and it’s different depending on your major. Your
student teaching semester, we don’t go by any LSU schedule, we go by the EBR
schedule. The biggest concern is that we don’t have spring break with our friends.
Graham: | would like to propose an amendment to alleviate some of the frustration.
Collins: I have an amendment. Add “The advisors of the senior colleges” to paragraph 7
line 49.

ACC: Inregard to what Senator Allen has said, this is supposed to benefit all. It has been
proven that it will help certain sectors of the student population.

Gammon: This will put us in line with ULL. We want to go on spring break with our
friends. The education majors will be able to spend time with our friends. This will make
life easier for all students.

Palermo: I kind of didn’t clarify at the beginning, but when I came back from spring
break | was very irate about this. This is the final product. My main concern was that
students were upset having to be ready for class early Monday morning. | got an email
from someone from Florida who has never gotten to spend Easter with her family
because she has to travel during the day. This will benefit, overwhelmingly, the entire
campus. But remember, this is just the opinion of student government. After this, it will
go to all the Dean’s of the Academic Colleges, then the Chancellor, then to the Board of
Supervisors. | urge favorably passage.

Sellers: Center for Academic Success offers free tutoring, specifically during the week of
midterms and finals. These tutors are usually upper-level or grad students. This is student
fees being spent on students, for students.

Allen: Are you aware while that there are not tutors for all majors? Do you think we
could possible make a resolution to urge all majors and classes?

Sellers: I just assume that a Latin major has probably just never signed on to tutor.
Blanco: | was just wondering why on line 31 you didn’t include midterm week?
Sellers: Because it’s for this semester.

Blanco: Is there really a need for summer?

Sellers: Fromthe info given, yes.

Palermo: Do you know if there’s been any money appropriated by the university?
Sellers: The tutoring that is offered is currently a paid service.

Breaux: Is the supply higher than the demand?

Sellers: 1 would assume not, if they need more money.

Blanco: I know you’re saying this semester, but could we possibly amend this.

Sellers: To the best of my knowledge, they want this implemented immediately. We’ll
just ask for a report.

LeBlanc: We haven’t given money every semester.

Debate

Hannah: 1 would like to propose an amendment, and lower the cost from $15,000-
$10,000.

Sellers: Deemed hostile.

Hannah: $15,000 is a lot. | figured we could start with $10,000 and if more is necessary,
then we could appropriate more.

McMann: Isn’t the initiatives account supposed to be spent for a one-time thing?
Sellers: That’s surplus.

Debate on amendment:

Sellers: I’'m kind of glad it came up on this one. | thought the amount was high, but we
have more than $80,000. | was told that it is a logistical nightmare to take money out of
surplus. I just think it would be a shame to let any money rollover.

Alsfeld: Basically, in the last 2 to 4 years, we funded them. We funded them from our
senate contingency. They came to us and because of all the discrepancies within the
initiatives; they came to us for tutoring help. There’s no other way to pull this money.
This initiative is helping the entire campus.

Prestridge: Do you think this is going to continue to happen? Why do they continue to
ask for money?

Dr. Ray: It’s based on yearly budgets and whatever they don’t have, they ask SG.



Alsfeld: They really come to us when they need things. This is our way in assisting
students we represent. It’s a way for us to give back.

Amendment withdrawn.

Alsfeld: This is strictly a student service that benefits the students we represent.

Debate of Bill:

Blanco: Offers amendment.

Sellers: deemed friendly.

ACC: Favorably passage.

SGB 9 enrolled.

SGB 6 Sellers-

Sellers: This is the last bill that is up for any kind of initiatives for the semester. For
people who were on the finance committee last year, it is familiar because it was
submitted by former Senator LeBlanc. For the teacher to make their course a service
learning course, they must attend a workshop. It passed finance, but it was withdrawn on
the floor. Now, this money will account for 15 new courses and $1,000 of these dollars
will go to funding the workshop for the teacher. It’1l provide them with all the resources
they need to get the course in line. This will help to defray the cost of the service learning
budget, as well. Statistics: 77% of students said service learning gave better knowledge of
the subject. Most grad schools and employers ask about community service on job
interviews. LSU was one of 6 over 500 to receive an award based on the amount of
service learning courses they have. Over 2,000 students finished service learning courses
last semester.

Eason: What other subjects offer service learning?

Sellers: There are 33 subjects, but [ don’t have the list.

Mclntire: What specific departments are going to be receiving this money?

Sellers: I cannot tell you exactly which ones.

Mclintire: You want us to give us $30,000 to 15 arbitrary classes. Are we doing this
blindly?

Dr. Ray: Once they have the funds, they advertise to the faculty so they can apply to
make their course a service learning course.

Mcintire: Did the classes fill up?

Sellers: Yes, and students have expressed increased interest. Some students would like to
see service learning in their coursework.

Sellers: Paragraph 7 should match the preamble. Amend

Boyd: So this money will go specifically to adding new courses, not sustaining the
courses? My concern is that is some of this money will be concentrated in one
department.

Sellers: And this is a fair argument, but should we deny them? Teachers want to diversify
these programs as much as possible.

Allen: Did you know that I am currently involved ina service learning course, and in the
service learning course, we write grants and other things like that. Every time we do that,
LSU’s name gets attached to that. So we will be getting LSU’s name out there as well.

Mclntire: | approached this with a different perspective. | was a member of the finance
committee in the fall. At $30,000 I think this is absolutely ridiculous. | TA for senior
level classes. When senior get in classes and they don’t understand basic things like
subject/verb agreements and basic grammar techniques, are we going to take out the basic
foundation for education? This should not compromise the education you receive. | kid
you not; I’ve had students who cannot spell. And we’re talking about taking them out of a
classroomto give theman experience. Every student does not want this. There are
currently 2,700 students enrolled in service learning classes. We have 32,000 students. |
would rather see this money roll over into surplus and spend it on something better. | was
the only “no” on this bill.

Allen: Did you know that service learning numbers are capped at smaller numbers. And
did you know that my service learning course is in English 2000.

Mcintire: A lot of students come from small-town America.

Allen: Did you know that you choose to be in service learning and there are students who
cannot enroll because there isn’t enough space.

Mclntire: How is there any accurate way to track progress? How can you say that they do
benefit this university?

Allen: How can you say that this doesn’t have the opportunity to improve this university?
This is a class you choose be inand it improves our campus?

Mclntire: I’ve been a TA since January 2005.

Allen: Have you ever been a service learning TA?

Mclntire: No, I haven’t.

Allen: How can you make an assumption about something you’ve never done?

Sellers: 77% of students felt they learned something from this.

Motion for more time. Sellers (5 min) 2" by Blanco.

Time extended.

Mclntire: How does this help the flagship agenda?

Allen: The biggest thing we talk about is that it not only enriches the campus, but the
campus community as a whole. We’re developing the Greater BR area as well.

Mclintire: What are you learning?

Allen: My teacher teaches us how to write better as a whole and then to how to give back
to the community.

Mclntire: As someone who pays their own fees to their university and pays their taxes for
tops, | have a much different perspective. Based on my experience as a TA, | foresee
nothing that no point has been made. I don’t see how this benefits the majority of the
university. We have seen $10,000 go to helping make our debate team competitive
against top-tier schools. We have no assurance that this expenditure will help anything.
This is absurd.

Rogers: As a TA, were these tests timed?

Mclntire: The vast majority of history tests are essay. This semester, the first day of class
we gave a 4-page book review. There are the same problems with grammatical errors.
Students still don’t perform adequately.

Rogers: In my history class, | always run out of time so | never have time to proofread.
As a student, we don’t have a lot of time to proofread.

Mclntire: It’s not just those exams — and students are not penalized for Grammar.



Collins: Inan English service learning class, there is time where you review grammar?
Motion for 5 more minutes by Prestridge — 2" by Chandler.

Motion fails.

Blanco: I would like to yield my time to Senator Mclintire.

Collins: Did you know that there is also class time for grammar and actual teaching?
Mcintire: As | understand, 2/3 of the class time is within the classroom, 1/3 is out. Can
you say that there is anything you don’t miss?

Parliamentarian: Some classes are 100% in class. In some courses, you have to do more
outside work. So it varies.

Collins: Did you know that some courses also require work outside.

Mclintire: Were you required to miss class?

Collins: No, none at all.

Breaux: Do you think college students are adults and can make decisions as adults?
Mclntire: No, I don’t think most 18 or 19 year olds are capable of making adult decisions.
Breaux begins question, pauses for obscenity.

Dearmon challenges decorum and asks Senator Breaux to leave the floor. Dearmon tells
Breaux, to return for roll call.

Speaker Pro-Temp Clark: You can come back for role call. She can back for roll call.
Motion to extend time for Questioning by Prestridge 2" by Blanco.

Motion Fails.

Eason: With all due-respect to Mclntire. There are 140 service learning courses. It may
be a small percentage, but this would let more students in. This would allow for more
students to participate. Not being able to spell is a bigger problem in the classroom. My
mom teaches at another university and their grammar is horrible. For one thing, Service
Learning has more one-on-one time. This can only help students. I’m in public relations
and internships are very important. Experience is the best teacher there is.

Sellers: Since its implementation, 14,000 students have participated.

Eason: | want students to have a chance to take these classes.

Mclntire: Do you agree that LSU is the flagship university, has the best students, and
would say we were the best of the best?

Eason: I’m not denying people make mistakes. I agree writing and communication iS
important. There are some things people not more help with?

Mclntire: How?

Eason: More one-on-one interaction.

Blanco: If this bill does not pass, it will go into surplus. How much is in it?

Sellers: (roughly) $58,000.

Dr. Ray: It’s not that it’s difficult to get out, it just takes more time. It has to be approved
by the President, the Senate, the Dean of Students and the Vice-Chancellor. It’s in the
constitution.

Mclntire: | want this to get the full attention it deserves. Can we send this back to
committee?

Motion to send it back to committee. 2" by Blanco.

Debate whether to send it back to committee:

Blanco: I know the likelihood is slim, but I am for this bill. I don’t feel comfortable with
so many questions still being asked.



Boyd: We shouldn’t refer it back to committee because this has nothing to do with proper
grammar.

Blanco: | just hate all these questions. I really think service learning can teach you so
much.

Allen: | think we should just vote on this bill. This is benefiting the entire community.
This is not about whether someone’s an adult.

Chandler: Did you know that everyone has spoken with a certain degree of bias, and it’s
confused me anymore. Do you think tabling it would help us to get all our uncertainties
out?

Allen: | think what happened is that the intent of this bill has gotten muddles.

Ms. Lowrey: The service part of service-learning is to give practical knowledge.

Dr. Ray: Service-Learning is not volunteering; it’s directly correlated with the
coursework.

It was also
brought up that the tutoring was better. Right now, if we don’t fund this, there will be no
additional service learning courses unless they come up with money they don’t have.

Bryant: We don’t think there’s been enough communication. This was implemented in
2006 and has been a controversial issue. | urge you to support this.

Remson: This one of our initiatives | was telling you about earlier. A lot of students
complained about the ‘W’ policy. We’re not asking the administration to change it.
We’re simply asking for a committee to do research about any other possible policies.
Bryant: There’s some amendments about who’s going to be on the committee, as well.
Prestridge: Are you looking for ample time for this to be discussed?

Bryant: Yes, and we are hoping it will reach some type of conclusion.

Remson: This bill is modeled after the Academic calendar revision. The administration
claims there hasn’t been enough time to conduct research.

Palermo: I’m totally in support of this. It looks like there are currently 2 faculty and 7
students. We need to make it more even. The staff senate feels like they are sometimes
left out (offers amendment).
