•  To enhance University Recrea� on’s ability to an� cipate and meet the needs of LSU students and the university 

community in general.

•  To advise in developing a shared vision for the development of UREC facili� es, services, and programs.

•  To educate the university community regarding the importance and role of LSU UREC in achieving the LSU Flagship 
Agenda.

•  To foster communica� on for and between the various cons� tuencies served by LSU UREC to include students, faculty, 
staff , alumni, and university affi  liates.

•  To provide recommenda� ons for published charges on services off ered by LSU UREC.

•  To review the LSU UREC opera� ng budget, suggest any line items that need to be established or edited, and 
recommend priori� es for expenditures.

•  To provide recommenda� ons on poten� al fee increases or decreases to LSU University Recrea� on and/or its 
departments.

•  To collaborate on the marke� ng and fundraising eff orts of LSU UREC.

•  To par� cipate in interviews for LSU UREC staff  members as requested by the Director.

•  To formulate general policy for the opera� on of UREC within the framework of university policy.

•  To provide a recommenda� on to the university for UREC renova� ons and/or addi� ons.

Requirements for Student Chair
•  Must have and maintain at least a 2.0 overall grade point average **

•  Must be a full-� me student not on disciplinary proba� on through the term

•  Must a� end all mee� ngs of the UREC Board on designated Fridays from 8:00 – 9:00am which will be held 
during fall and spring semesters.

•  Must dedicate a minimum of 10 hours per week to mee� ngs and offi  ce hours.

•  Must represent the whole student body and overall LSU community in all ma� ers before the board.

** GPA requirements are strictly enforced.

1.  Be informed, and talk to those currently involved.

2.  Submit your completed applica� on by February 27, 2008 to the UREC Student Recrea� on Complex or by e-mail.

3.  All applicants will be contacted for a 10-minute nomina� ng interview.

4.  Applicants considered qualifi ed by the Nomina� ng Commi� ee must be available for a fi nal selec� on 
interview (which will last approximately 10 minutes) by the Board the week of March 3, 2008.
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
